The participants will need to furnish their own gloves, safety glasses and Pruning Clippers and/or Loppers. Or the school may wish to purchase some, as part of their maintenance equipment. The class participants  for the Master Gardener visit should include those people on the Orchard Care Committee to care for the local orchard.
